SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION

The Adrian & Corena Swanier Education Scholarship was established in 2010 to provide educational assistance for
military brats. The program has awarded $23,000 to hard working military brats worldwide. Each Adrian & Corena
Swanier Education scholarship for the 2017-2018 academic year will be in the amount of $1,000.00, $500.00 per
semester. *Total number of scholarships will be based on funds availability*

Ketia4Kidz Foundation will consider an applicant’s academic achievements, extracurricular activities, community
service, and content (1.5 spacing and 11 font) of a two (2) page essay.

Decisions regarding eligibility for a scholarship or the award of a scholarship will be made by Ketia4Kidz Foundation
Scholarship Committee and are final.

Scholarships may not be applied to summer school, or to a special program or research project. If selected to receive
an Adrian & Corena Swanier Education Scholarship, the recipient will be notified via email April 27, 2017. At that time,
the recipient will be asked to submit a color photo (in jpeg or png form), Ketia4Kidz Foundation recipient questionnaire,
and information regarding the College, University or Trade School he or she plans to attend. A check will be made out to
the recipient’s educational institution of his or her choice. If a recipient fails to submit the requested information by
the given date his or her scholarship award may be in jeopardy.

e Active duty personnel
Military veteran

Deceased military veteran
National Guard/Reserve
Air National Guard

The following criteria must additionally be met:
e Enrolled in an accredited college full time
e Plan to attend an accredited college towards a 4 year degree, vocational or technical certificate in the fall and
spring term of 2017-2018 school year
e GPA of at least 2.5 (on a 4.0 scale)

*Students attending a community, vocational, technical or junior college must be enrolled in a program of studies
designed to allow the student to transfer directly into a four-year program

*Students who have a full scholarship at an accredited college are not eligible
